2. Apply appropriate first aid procedures

2.1 Perform cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) in accordance with Australian Resuscitation
Council (ARC) guidelines

2.2 Provide first aid in accordance with established first aid principles

2.3 Display respectful behaviour towards casualty

2.4 Obtain consent from casualty where possible

2.5 Use available resources and equipment to make the casualty as comfortable as possible
2.6 Operate firstaid equipment according to manufacturer’s instructions

2.7 Monitor the casualty’s condition and respondinaccordance with first aid principles

3. Communicate details of the incident

3.1 Accurately convey incident details to emergency response services

3.2 Report details ofincident to workplace supervisor as appropriate

3.3Maintain confidentiality of records and information in line with statutory and/or
organisational policies

4. Evaluate the incident and own performance
4.1 Recognise the possible psychological impacts on self and other rescuers involved in
critical incidents
4.2 Participate in debriefing to address individual needs
